- If false information is found on the application documents, the acceptance may be changed, and the



student may be requested to return to his or her home country.

- ”Application for certificate of eligibility” is a necessary procedure for those who have been admitted.
We require the document at this stage, but please note that the acceptance has not been decided.

- On top of the above documents, the accepting faculty department may require additional

information from the student.
